Lasting Power of Attorney

Chris Boys has taken the opportunity to provide a much shortened version of a letter written and published in
NARPO News (February 2011 Issue 65)and which members should be aware of.. A 64 year old retired police offi-
cer and his wife where flying back from a holiday in Australia when he suffered a DVT in the brain. His illness and
his subsequent disability where so serious that, at some stage, and whilst in hospital, he came under the ‘ward
ship’, (my words), of the Court of Protection (CoP). During their married life they had always had joint bank ac-
counts; in fact everything was in joint names. However the CoP froze all their accounts and even stated she could-
n't drive the family car as it was registered in his name. She couldn’t even access her own pension which went into
their joint account. They relented a little on the car provided she only used it to visit him. He eventually died and
even then his wife had to battle to gain access to their joint accounts. She writes that all of this could have been
avoided if; as well as a will; she had obtained a Lasting Power of Attorney. As a result we have recently obtained a
LPoA. My purpose of writing is to advise people of the potential problems if someone with a joint account becomes
incapacitated and to point out that you don’t need to pay a solicitor, (I was quoted £400) for the LPoA. You can
download the necessary advice and forms by going online to the Office of Public Guardian, and whilst the registra-
tion fee of £120 might seem ridiculously expensive it also might prove to be money well spent.
